· Through our Urban League/Infinite Scholars program, $1.4 million was distributed to 324 college bound students in scholarships.

· More than 700 females have benefited from our Health & Quality of Life program that focuses on obesity and diabetes. Over a 12-week period, there was an average weight loss of  6.13 lbs. per participant and a Body Mass Index reduction of 1.2%
· In education, year after year Urban League students show gains in academic                            achievement. This year they scored 53% higher in reading and 22% in math than their non-participating peers.
